The Regular Meeting of the Clinton Township Supervisors was held Monday, September 8th, 2025 at the Clinton Township Municipal Building, 2118 State Rt. 54, Montgomery, PA.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Vice Chairman Lanny Wertz, with Supervisors Donnie Wagner, Doug McClintock and Rick Kneedler present. Chairman Pat Deitrick was absent at the start and arrived shortly after. Visitors present included Solicitor Zach Dugan, Fire Chief Todd Winder, Kaydee Miller, John Shrimp, Randy Webster and Ruth Little.

Public Concern – None at this time

The minutes from the regular Township meeting were approved as presented on a motion from Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Kneedler, all in favor.

Clinton Township Volunteer Fire Company   – Fire Chief, Todd Winder, presented the Fire Company Report showing the totals as follows for Clinton Township: EMS 240, Box Alarms 16, Rescue 22, Tactical 7, Still 14, Hazardous Materials 0 and Water Rescue 1 representing total incidents at 300.  Chief Winder commented on the upcoming 911 ride, going to be beautiful weather, looking forward to it, should be a great turn out, last year was around 3000. Vice Chairman Wertz asked how the raffle of the vehicles was going. Chief Winder commented with the attendance on 911, they anticipate to sell out of the remaining tickets and give away the Bronco and the jeep this upcoming Monday. He also commented on a Western Fire Company that has done really well with their raffles making 6 million and that Fire Company was able to help out a neighboring fire company and do a lot with their proceeds.

Solicitor Zach DuGan commented he had sent a letter on August 21 and followed up with an email, maybe that helped, happy to hear its down. Supervisor McClintock mentioned he would follow up with Victor tomorrow on the time line of the project and getting the debris cleaned up.


  	New Business –Lock & Leave Subdivision/Land Development- Secretary Wertz commented we had just received a partial 2nd review from the Township’s Engineer Dan Vassallo at 4:30pm the day of the meeting. Solicitor Zach DuGan said there are 3 options. Chairman Deitrick commented it’s not fair to the Supervisors, they haven’t had a chance to look over Dan’s comments and his review is not complete. The 90 day was mentioned in regards to when we received the plans. Secretary Wertz commented we had time as the plans and the fees were submitted on August 18, on the day of the last meeting. Supervisor McClintock made a motion to table until Vassallo’s complete review is received, second by Supervisor Wertz, all in favor. Lycoming County Resource Management Services Component 3 checklist, Component 4A & Resolution 25-05- Supervisor Kneedler made a motion to table until WBRA reviews, second by Chairman Deitrick, all in favor. Supervisor Kneedler commented WBRA’s next meeting is Wednesday September 10th. 



Brush Broom attachment for Wheel Loader- Road Master McClintock explained the quote from CAT, originally coming in around $13,000 and then came back around $8,000. Supervisor Kneedler commented “Do we only clean once a year?” “Is there anyone else in the area that can come, and do it?” Road Master McClintock commented they would use it on School House Road, Pinchtown Road, Old Road and bridges. Supervisor Wertz commented they would clean in the spring the cinders at intersections, and most of the roads. Supervisor Wagner asked “If Road Master McClintock knew the cost of the brushes. He did not. Road Master McClintock commented they had used our existing brush attachment and cleaned off Brouse, Saeger Station, State Home Road preparing for the line painting. Veterans Day Parade November 8th- Supervisor Kneedler made a motion to donate $250 dollars, second by Supervisor Wertz, all in favor. Date Center Ordinance- Solicitor Zach DuGan commented the drafted ordinance is ready to advertise this week, to adopt at the Supervisor’s October Meeting. He commented it adds the definition and I-2 as the permitted district. Budget Work Session Date & Time- The Supervisors agreed on Tuesday September 23, beginning at 4:00pm.
