The Regular Meeting of the Clinton Township Supervisors was held Monday, October 13h, 2025 at the Clinton Township Municipal Building, 2118 State Rt. 54, Montgomery, PA.  All rose to the pledge of Allegiance.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Chairman Patrick Deitrick, Supervisors Lanny Wertz, Doug McClintock, Donnie Wagner and Rick Kneedler were present. Solicitor Zach Dugan was present. Visitors present included Kaydee Miller, John Shrimp, Ed Shrimp Jr., Ruth Little, Susan Solomon, Jennifer & Bethany Engel, Elizabeth, Mark Marney with the Sun Gazette, Joe Lyons from PennDot, Fire Chief Todd Winder and other visitors that did not sign the book.

Public Hearing Comment for Data Ordinance- There were no questions or comments on the Data Ordinance. The Data Ordinance 25-01 was approved on a motion to allow in the I-2 District by Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Wagner, Chairman Deitrick-yes, Supervisor Wagner-yes, Supervisor Wertz-Nay.


Public Concern – Pinchtown Road & Route 15-Visitor Jennifer Engel spoke of a tragic accident that occurred on August 5, 2024, of a vehicle that pulled out of Pinchtown Road onto Route 15, making a left hand turn to head south and took her husband’s life, her kid’s father and she was hospitalized for 2 ½ months. She would like to have the intersection changed so that this doesn’t happen to someone else.  She would like to see something be done and there be no left hand turn at the top of Pinchtown Road. She is requesting Clinton Township along with Penndot to do their due diligence. A representative from Penndot Joe Lyons commented on a traffic study and that they found some areas of concern. He commented Clinton Township would need to submit a letter to conduct a current traffic study for review. Chairman Deitrick commented he had mentioned his concerns when Sheetz went in about getting rid of the passing lanes and sight distances. Visitor Pat Jordan made a comment she lived in Brady Township for 13 years and there was a bad accident and the State Trooper was green and the man got away with a slap on the hand. The driver that pulled out from Pinchtown Road was only given a traffic ticket. Visitor Tim Hartzell commented he drives Route 15 and observes the speeding and aggressive driving. Visitor Wesley Engle commented when he has driven Route 15 South he has experienced being cut off and asked if the there could be an immediate No left hand turn sign installed as a temporary fix that would stop anyone who doesn’t have the good judgement. Chairman Deitrick said they will set up a meeting with Penndot and the Clinton Township Fire Company. Secretary Wertz to send letter to Penndot. 

The Township Work Session and Regular Meeting minutes were approved as presented on a motion from Supervisor Wertz, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor.

	Fire Report- Fire Chief Winder provided the report. Total incidents 338, EMS 269,  Box Alarms 20, Rescue 27, Tactical 7, Still Alarms 14, Hazardous Materials 14, Water Rescue 1. Supervisor Kneedler asked about the water rescue. Fire Chief Winder commented on the upcoming Clinton Township Volunteer Fire Company Annual Banquet and that all the Supervisors and Secretary are invited and may bring and guest and would really like to see everyone there. Please respond by October 31st. 

	Old Business – Lock & Leave Sub Division/Land Development Preliminary Plans- Engineer Randy Webster commented the Cover Page was changed to preliminary and there would be final plans at a later date and there were some administrative errors to be fixed. Chairman Deitrick asked if they were going to drill a well and have public sewer. Randy commented yes. Supervisor Wagner made a motion to conditionally approve the plans pending Dan’s review, second by Chairman Deitrick, all in favor. 

Brush Broom Attachment- Supervisor McClintock made a motion to purchase, second by Supervisor Wagner, Chairman Deitrick -yes, Supervisor Kneedler-yes, Supervisor Wertz-No Northwood Motel discussion- Road Master McClintock commented the motel is down, the shed is still there and the grass needs mowed.

General Fund Total Income $760,120.00/Total Expense $629,283.02, difference of $130,836.98. Status of School/Township Committee for Route 54 Intersection Safety Improvements- Solicitor Zach Dugan commented this committee would consist of 2 members from the school and 2 members from the township. He had reached out to Attorney Dave Jones and hadn’t heard back, will reach out again. Face Book Page- after some discussion this page would consist of just posting items, not a commenting page from the public. Supervisor Kneedler made a motion to approve, second by Supervisor McClintock. Chairman Deitrick-yes, Supervisor Wertz-No, Supervisor Wagner-No LCRMS Component 4A- to be reviewed and completed by the Planning Commission. Solicitor Zach Dugan commented on the process and the different forms for the Sewage Planning Modules. He commented we want to make sure that the planning agencies have filled out their parts prior to submitting to the Supervisors. Planning Commission Board- Chairman Deitrick commented he spoke with Solicitor Zach Dugan and an alternate from the Supervisors was not assigned at the Reorganization Meeting. Chairman Deitrick made a motion to appoint Supervisor Kneedler as the alternate, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Planning Commission Meeting to be held now that we have enough for a quorum on October 21 at 7:00pm. Resident Ed Ferguson said he may be interested in being a member on the Planning Commission Board. 

Road Master Report was presented and reviewed.
Correspondence Report was presented and reviewed.
