The Regular Meeting of the Clinton Township Supervisors was held Monday, February 9th, 2026 at the Clinton Township Municipal Building, 2118 State Rt. 54, Montgomery, PA.  All rose to the pledge of Allegiance.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Chairman Patrick Deitrick with Supervisors Lanny Wertz, Donald Wagner, Doug McClintock and Rick Kneedler present.  Visitors present included Debbie Salvatori, Dan Landis, Kaydee Miller, Ruth Little, Roger Jarrett, Ron Winder, Fire Chief Todd Winder and Solicitor Zach DuGan.

Adopt Ordinance 26-01 C-3 Bulk Regulations- adopted on a motion from Supervisor Kneedler, second by Supervisor Wagner, all in favor. Visitor Roger Jarrett asked the Supervisors a few questions on the new Ordinance, lot width for townhouse or double house, front yard footage, driveway/parking areas and what maximum coverage is, it was 30, it is now increased to 50 per Solicitor Zach DuGan. 

Public Concern – Resident Kaydee Miller commented “Shouldn’t Lanny be abstaining from motions on Holly’s employment and pension?” Chairman commented I’m going to say he has the right to vote, and we were told at PSATS school that he does but I’ll let Zach explain. Solicitor DuGan commented he has the ability and authority and explained in length and legally a supervisor may choose to vote, these items do not benefit the Supervisor financially. A Supervisor is not permitted to vote on his own pay. 

The minutes from the Reorganizational Meeting and Regular Township meeting   was approved as presented on a motion from Supervisor Wagner, second by Supervisor Wertz, all in favor.

	Clinton Township Volunteer Fire Company- Fire Report received: Total EMS 42, Total Box alarm 2, Total Rescue 4, Tactical 1, Still alarm 1, Hazardous Materials 0, Water rescue 0, Total incidents for Clinton Township 50. Fire Chief Winder made a comment he wanted on the record from the last meeting minutes that he would get the Supervisors what the Paid Service Cost was for the Clinton Twp Fire Company. He said he gave that to Chairman Deitrick, Chairman Deitrick confirmed yes, he did. Chief Winder commented on a quote from 21st Century Signs for $36,540 to install visible address post signs at every property in Clinton Township. $30.45 per sign including 4ft post and up to four numbers on the sign. He would also like to see an Ordinance put in place if the Supervisors decide to move forward with this, that the Homeowner would be responsible to take care of it, replace it if need be and new homes built would require them to install one. Supervisor McClintock asked Chief Winder to provide a break down and he would check with Bradco on pricing as well. Solicitor Zach DuGan said this would need to be put out for bid due to the price. Supervisor McClintock asked Chief Winder if they were dispatched to Nanticoke City. Chief Winder said yes and no, made it to the top of Pinchtown they were recalled. 9 counties were called, they did not go and explained in length about different scenarios and different fire company services situations. Fire Chief Winder explained the fail to respond process. Supervisor McClintock commented to Fire Chief Winder what was the status with the Box cards. Fire Chief Winder Supervisor McClintock commented that Montgomery’s Fire Company box cards were done per Brad. Chairman Deitrick commented the President of the Clinton Township Fire Company reached out to him and asked him to attend their meeting and that there is a letter coming from them. Chairman Deitrick said he told them “They will come.” Resident Ron Winder commented “did the whole township agree to change the box cards?” “Who is making the directive to change the box cards?” Solicitor Zach DuGan said “there was no quorum, 2 Supervisors met with some fire company members, for informational discussion only. There would not be any legal changes, they only had discussion.” Chairman Deitrick commented “we met with Ruth, Rocky, Brad Feaster and Todd. The ask was about how the box cards are currently set up?”
Chairman Deitrick explained in length how the current calls are set up and which fire companies are contacted. We did get an email from the guy at County that there is a time lapse to get this changed. Chairmand Deitrick commented they met with Jamie Flick looking for funding for a 24-hour paid service. Supervisor Wagner asked Todd “How do you feel about a 24-hour paid service?” 

Old Business – None

New Business – Fisher Sewage Planning Module Resolution 26-01 approved on a motion by Supervisor Wertz, second by Supervisor Wagner, Chairman Deitrick yes, Supervisor McClintock No, Supervisor Kneedler No. Resident Dan Landis commented the  Sewage Module was not reviewed by the Planning Commission. Quote to remodel lower building bathroom and office approved on a motion by Supervisor Wertz, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Trade 2021 Chevy on a 2026 Ford F350 Crew Cab, Diesel from Sunbury Motors at a price of $30,090.00 on a motion by Road Master McClintock, second by Supervisor Kneedler, Chairman Deitrick yes, Supervisor Wagner yes, Supervisor Wertz No. Road Master McClintock commented they would use this truck with the leaf machine and to do the crack sealing. Garage Door Widening Quote- Supervisor McClintock will check if engineered plans are required. Road Master McClintock commented on a contractor form that Washington Township uses to do work in their township and asked that Solicitor Zach DuGan take a look at it. 

          Road Master Report was presented and reviewed.
         Correspondence was presented and reviewed.

	After no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:05 pm on a motion from Chairman Deitrick to go into an executive session. After the Executive Session, the regular supervisors meeting reconvened to the public meeting, motion to amend the Agenda to add terminating 2 part time employees, motion by Supervisor Wagner, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Supervisor Kneedler made a motion to terminate 2 part time employees, second by Supervisor McClintock, effective immediately, all in favor. Supervisor McClintock made a motion to adjourn at 8:20pm, second by Supervisor Kneedler.
