The Regular Meeting of the Clinton Township Supervisors was held Monday March 9th, 2026 at the Clinton Township Municipal Building, 2118 State Rt 54, Montgomery, PA. All rose to the pledge of Allegiance. The meeting was called to order  at 6:30 p.m. by Chairman Patrick Deitrick with Supervisors Lanny Wertz, Donnie Wagner, Doug McClintock and Rick Kneedler present. Visitors present included Solicitor Zach DuGan, Ruth Little, Ron Winder, Kaydee Miller, Merv Stoltzfus, Ed Ferguson, Jennifer Engel, Jacob Beiler, Dan Landis, Fire Chief Todd Winder and Corey Bierly. Chairman Deitrick commented there was an Executive session held on February 19th at 6:00pm to discuss personnel matters.

Public Concern- Visitor Jennifer Engel commented she has been trying to follow the meeting minutes after Penndot gave the approval and she hasn’t seen anything in the minutes addressing the No left hand turn at the top of Pinchtown Road. Mrs. Engel commented would like to see the work session minutes on the website. Chairman Deitrick commented Penndot can make a decision very easily and we have a safety concern at the intersection of Route 54 and Old Road and requested a Red Light and they felt it wasn’t warranted there but recommended a round-about and we have safety concerns on their recommendation and I’m not trying to be insincere, we just can’t do a knee jerk reaction. She suggested the Supervisors have a traffic count study done of how many vehicles pull out on to route 15 from Pinchtown Road. Road Master McClintock commented there is a possibility of other traffic pattern changes within the township that could be taking place, which will require additional traffic studies due to re-routing of other traffic.
The minutes from the Work Session and Regular Township meeting were approved as presented with an amend to add resident Dan Landis’s request that the Planning Commission did not review the Sewage Planning Module, on a motion from Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Kneedler, all in favor.

Clinton Township Volunteer Fire Company-Fire Chief Todd Winder commented the total incidents 83 from Clinton Township. Total EMS 72, Total Box alarm 3, Total rescue 4, Tacticals 3, Still alarm 1, Hazardous materials 0 and water rescue 0. Fire Chief Winder commented on a home in Heilman Circle that the fire company will use as training after the asbestos is removed.

Staff Correspondence Report – was presented and reviewed.

 	Old Business – Gas Pump- Road Master McClintock will reach out to neighboring municipalities for the gas that is in the tank. Garage door widening-No action taken
Chairman Deitrick presented the yearly donation of $2,000 to representative Ruth Little of Footprints of Montgomery and thanked her for all they do for the community. She thanked the Supervisors. Fireworks- Chairman Deitrick commented it was brought to our attention the fireworks went up for this year. From the previous years, the total amount has been split 3 ways with the Montgomery Borough, Brady Twp and Clinton Twp. The Supervisors were recently made aware the Lions Club has been donating towards the fireworks with the recycling aluminum can collection monies. This past year was $2500 from the Lions Club and the Montgomery Borough Coordinator took all the donations and put them towards their part of the fireworks. The Borough President came out and talked with Holly and me and Brady township and asked If we would write a letter to the Montgomery Borough, that we would only participate in it, if all of the donations for the fireworks get deducted off the total and then divided between the 3 Municipalities. After lengthy discussions, Supervisor McClintock is going to submit a RTKR to Montgomery Borough to obtain the donation amounts from previous years for the fireworks. 
Vegetation issues with sight distances at Old Road and Route 54, Solicitor to send a friendly letter. 
New Business- Reappointment of Planning Commission Member- Chairman Deitrick commented we received a letter of interest from Todd Pysher, motion to reappoint Todd Pysher by Supervisor Wagner, second by Supervisor McClintock, Supervisor Wertz yes, Supervisor Kneedler yes, Chairman Deitrick no. Appoint Brian Farr as part time employee- Motion by Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Wertz, all in favor. Chairman Deitrick commented to look for one more part time employee. Warning Light package for 2026 Ford for $900-Motion to approve by Supervisor Kneedler, second by Supervisor Wagner, all in favor. 

Schedule Special Meeting date & Time-Supervisor McClintock commented the Special meeting is to meet with the Fire Company. Resident Melvin Stoltzfus commented “Why will you guys not come down and speak with us at the Fire Department as a group?” “I’ve been in the Fire Service for 20 years now, everything has been the same and I’ve told you guys multiple times I appreciate and respect what you guys do.” Supervisor McClintock commented “if you have more than two people it turns into a quorum.” Mr. Stoltzfus commented “only if you’re going to take action on something, am I correct?” Supervisor McClintock commented “Correct.” Solicitor DuGan commented if there is a deliberation of more than two it creates a Sunshine problem. Mr. Stoltzfus commented some of the reasons we are opposing this, is because there are personal personnel issues. Supervisor McClintock commented “we just want box card changes, to improve the service you are going to provide to our community.” Determine dates for Community Clean Up Week- May 18th through May 23rd was decided. Supervisor McClintock will reach out to Montgomery Borough to see if they want to help that week. Secretary Wertz will contact Sauers Disposal, Hinston’s, and Salvation Army. Road Master McClintock will reach out to S&J. Accept the resignation of the currently appointed Chairman- Chairman Deitrick commented this is his last meeting as Chairman, the next meeting I will not be acting as Chairman. No action taken. Supervisor McClintock commented on the letter from the Lions Club of the upcoming East egg hunt. Chairman Deitrick send we donate to The Lions Club and we can donate that at any time, if we are all in agreeance we can donate it now.  

Road Master Report was presented and reviewed.
Correspondence was presented and reviewed.
