The Regular Meeting of the Clinton Township Supervisors was held Monday, April 13th, 2026 at the Clinton Township Municipal Building, 2118 State Rt. 54, Montgomery, PA.  All rose to the pledge of Allegiance.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Vice Chairman Lanny Wertz with Supervisors Donald Wagner, Doug McClintock, Pat Deitrick and Rick Kneedler present. Visitors present were Solicitor Zach DuGan, Kaydee Miller, Emily Mrochko, Ed Ferguson, John Shrimp, Ruth Little, Ron Winder, Dan Landis, Dave McHenery, Melvin Fisher, Elmer Hershberger, Bruce King, Fire Chief Todd Winder and Clayton King.

Public Concern – None at this time.

The minutes from the Regular Township meeting & work session minutes were approved as presented on a motion from Supervisor Wagner, second by Supervisor Kneedler, all in favor.

	Fire Company Report- Fire Chief Winder commented a total of incidents and 122 for Clinton Township. EMS 106, Box Alarms 4, Rescue 7, Tacticals 4, Still Alarms 1, Hazardous Materials 0, Water Rescue 0.

	 Old Business – Accept resignation of appointed Chairman on a motion from Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Wagner, all in favor. Truck restriction on School House Road-Road Master McClintock has a meeting with PennDOT on Thursday April 16, tabled discussion until after he meets with PennDOT. Speed Trailer- Road Master McClintock said he will get this out soon. Supervisor Deitrick commented he would like to see it out and about. Fireworks-Supervisor McClintock commented he submitted a RTKR to Montgomery Borough and rec’d the information of the monies and different business that donated. Tabled till next meeting, Supervisor Kneedler will check with the Lion’s Club to see how they plan to divide the aluminum can collection monies this year for the fireworks.
Buffalo Valley quote to widen middle Garage Door- motion to approve by Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Kneedler, all in favor. International Property Maintenance Code- Supervisor McClintock commented we did not receive a report from Codes, he met with the Zoning Officer after the last meeting and discussed what the Supervisors would like added to that monthly report. Solicitor Zach DuGan commented a draft memorandum to be given to the Zoning Officer that he can present and give to the Magistrate. Solicitor DuGan commented the Supervisors could appeal the Magistrate’s decision to The County Court. Solicitor DuGan to reach out to Victor to explain. The Ordinance in place has the fine as a minimum $500 fine. Community Clean Up Week change of dates- It will be May 26 through May 30, Tuesday through Friday will be 9am to 6pm, Saturday 8am to Noon.
 	New Business –Appoint new Chairman- Supervisor McClintock made a motion to nominate Supervisor Rick Kneedler, second by Supervisor Deitrick, Supervisor Wagner-yes, Supervisor Wertz-yes, Supervisor Kneedler-nay. Appointment of New Planning Commission Member Emily Mrochko on a motion by Supervisor McClintock, second by Supervisor Deitrick, all in favor. Adopt Ordinance 26-02 Sewer Capping Fees- motion to adopt by Supervisor Deitrick, second by Supervisor Wertz, no public comment or discussion, all in favor. Melvin Fisher Sub-division plans- Planning Commission recommended they resubmit their plans. Supervisor Deitrick asked Mr. Fisher if he would give us a time extension of 60 days and they will go back through the Planning Commission Meeting in May. Solicitor DuGan asked Mr. Fisher to drop off a signed letter saying they are giving the 60-day extension. John Fisher Sub-division plans- Supervisor Deitrick made a motion to deny due to multiple items needing addressed on the plans, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Solicitor DuGan commented he will mail letter to Mr. Fisher. William Yeagle Sub-Division Plans- approved on a motion by Supervisor Deitrick, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Requesting a Waiver from land Development plans for property at 105 Elimsport Road- Supervisor Deitrick commented this will need to go through the Planning Commission Board first. Resident Clayton King will give the information to Secretary Wertz. Adopt 2026 Hazard Mitigation Plan Resolution 26-02- motion to adopt by Supervisor Deitrick, second by Supervisor McClintock, all in favor. Clinton Township Fire Truck Agreement with Clinton Township Volunteer Fire Company- Tabled till next meeting.

Road Master Report was presented and reviewed. Supervisor Deitrick inquired about the stop signs; he noticed the light was out on a Stop sign at Pinchtown Road and West Houston. Road Master McClintock commented that stop sign light was replaced and he did receive the 14 battery light replacements. He and the road crew will be going around to replace the ones that are out. Road Master McClintock commented the township had received a concern of a sinkhole in the dip on Cemetery Hill Road. He had WBRA go out and camera it. The pipe will need replaced, we will be receiving a quote from WBRA and Stix-N-Stonz. Supervisor Wagner commented the west side of the road is starting to crack.

Correspondence was presented and reviewed. Chairman Kneedler had a question on 2 items of the bills; the $30 refund for John Fisher, Secretary Wertz commented that was his refund for the driveway permit. The second item was the $435.60 for Central Petroleum, Road Master McClintock commented he ordered 2 boxes of the grease, however received 2 cases.   

The bills were approved for payment on a motion from Supervisor Wagner, second by Supervisor Wertz, unanimous vote.  The approved checks are as follows:
